The colorful exhibit panels feature illustrations 
of ferocious creatures, curious children, and  
vibrant neighborhoods, alongside thematic   
explorations of the Jewish culture and history - 
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In a Nutshell: The Worlds of Maurice    
Sendak was  organized by the Rosenbach 
Museum & Library, Philadelphia, and    
developed by Nextbook, Inc., a nonprofit 
organization dedicated to supporting   
Jewish literature,  culture, and ideas, and 
the  American Library Association Public 
Programs Office. The national tour of the 
exhibit has been made possible by grants 
from the Charles H. Revson  Foundation, 
the Righteous Persons Foundation, the 
David Berg   Foundation, and an        
anonymous donor, with additional       
support from Tablet Magazine: A New 
Read on Jewish Life.
